Students from the following fields of study should consider this competition:    education, vocational rehabilitation, psychology, speech-language, medicine, dentistry, occupational or physical therapy, or other related fields.  Priority will be given to topics that relate to preparation for adult services, transition from school-based to adult services, or work related to services for adults with mental retardation.

First place = $100 and AAMR membership for one year

Second place = $25 and AAMR membership

Third place = AAMR membership, including journals and other communication.
